From the Northeast (Scranton, Wilkes-Barre).
Interstate 80 West to Route 220 South to Route
22 West to Route 422 West to Indiana. From
Route 422 West. exit Route 286 Oakland
Avenue: turn right onto Oakland Avenue toward
Indiana to IUP (approximately two miles).
From the Southeast (Harrisburg,

Philadelphia). Pennsylvania Turnpike West to
Bedford (Exit 11); Route 220 North to Route 22
West to Route 422 West to Indiana. From Route
422 West. exit Route 286 Oakland Avenue; turn
nght onto Oakland Avenue toward Indiana to
IUP (approximately two miles).
